Games to Try Out!

Block Buster

· Block Buster is a team-building game with emphasis on the connection between Christian mothers. Each participant takes a child's wooden ABC block from a bucket. She continues then by introducing herself and stating a personal fact or telling a personal story inspired by the letter on the block. For example, a participant holding a B block might talk about her brother(s). The first player starts building a stack of blocks by placing hers on a table. Each fellowship member follows by placing her block on the stack. The goal of the game is to keep building the stack of blocks without letting any of the blocks fall.  You can easily adjust this to pulling a random object out of a bag that has a letter taped to it!  Stack the silly objects (possibly lambs) and the last one with the highest tower wins that lamb.

Guess Who

· Guess Who is a popular game played to test each player's Christian knowledge. This women's fellowship activity is started by taping the name of a Christian character to each woman's back as she arrives. She will not know which character she is but the other players will be able to see. She asks questions about who she might be with the other players giving her hints and clues until she figures out which biblical character she is.
Human Knots

· Christian women fellowship participants are gathered in a close circle. Each woman is instructed to take the hand of two different women not standing next to her. Once every woman is holding two other women's hands, the members of the circle must untangle themselves without letting go. Human Knots is a good Christian team-building activity that teaches women to work together to achieve a common goal.

On a Roll

· A roll of toilet paper is passed around a women's fellowship circle with each woman instructed to take as much as she needs. Once every participant has taken her toilet paper, each participant is asked to state one fact about herself for each sheet of toilet paper she has taken. To add some humor to the game, each woman has to explain why she took as much or as little toilet paper as she did.

Match made in heaven!
· Mingling is encouraged in a large group by playing Match Made in Heaven!  In this game, each person has the name of a character/actor/etc… taped to their forehead.  Each person goes around asking “are you my match made in heaven?”  They may answer yes or no.  Remember that everyone can ask yes or no questions to determine who is labeled on their forehead.  The goal is to find their match (ex. Mickey Mouse finds Minnie Mouse) without cheating!!
Slap Jack

Summary: Great card game- slap the jacks and any called cards.

Goal: Have all the cards in your hand.

Preparation:
- A deck of cards.

Principles:
1. Slap all Jacks. If a Jack is flipped, then the first person to slap the jack will win that particular pile.
2. Slap the card if it matches a called number.
3. Players must play clockwise.

How to Play Slap Jack:
1. Shuffle and deal all the cards equally to all players. Each player must hold his card pile facedown. The person on the left of the dealer plays first.

2. The player starts by flipping over his top card, while saying “ace”- the first card of value. The next player flips over his top card while saying “2” and puts the card on top of the previous card. The next player flips over his top card while saying “3”, and so forth in sequence (once reaching the King, the sequence repeats again). If the flipped card reveals the same number being said, everyone slaps the card. The first person to slap the card will get all of the cards in the pile.

3. The person to gather all the cards wins the game.
Where the Wind Blows

Summary: Great icebreaker group game- find out what people have never done before.

Goal: Avoid being the last person standing.

Preparation:
- One person needs to start the game by standing in the middle of the circle
- You will need everyone to sit in chairs arranged in a circle.

How to Play Where the Wind Blows Game:
1. The person in the middle needs to say a sentence of something they have never done before. For example, “I’ve never been in an airplane”, “I never been to a buffet”, “I’ve never been the Hawaii”, “I’ve never had a pet”.

2. If the person’s statement applies to someone sitting in the circle, that person has to move from his or her seat and sit in a different chair.

3. The person in the middle will need to try to sit down. One person will remain standing. The standing person starts a new round by saying a different statement.

Note: People cannot move to seats on their immediate left or right. For example, they can sit two seats away, but they cannot move to the left or right of their current chairs.
Cake Decorating Challenge

Summary: Use your decorating skills in this fun activity! Good game for bridal showers and large groups.

Goal: Decorate and present the best-looking cake.

Preparation:
- You’ll need to bake and bring 5 to 6 cakes before the challenge (boxed mix cakes are recommended!)
- Tables for people to decorate their cakes
- White frosting (buy 5 tubs or make your own), lots of candy, food dye, plastic spoons, forks, knives
- Volunteer judges
- Decide on a “secret theme”: Animals, Sports, School, Holidays/Seasons, Places, etc.
- Download and print the judges' scoresheet

How to Play the Cake Decorating Challenge Game:
1. Separate everyone into teams of five. Explain the game: Each team gets one cake. They need to decorate the cake based on the secret theme. Whoever has the best looking cake wins the game. Reveal the "secret theme".

2. After decorating their cakes, everyone must briefly present their cakes to the judges.

3. Judges base their score on creativity, how close the cake is related to the theme, teamwork, and presentation. The team with the most points wins the game.

Variation:
- You can play a similar game with cupcakes. Each person gets a cupcake, and each team will have to use their creativity to create the best-looking cupcakes.
