I. What is worship? (5 mins)
1. Worship is the journey through which you learn who you are with God?

a. How is your Kappa Phi worship connecting you/group with God?

b. What is working in your Chapter’s worship? What is not working?

II. What is the goal of your worship? (5 mins)
1. Know your context (your girls) What subjects would be of interest/challenge to this group? Organize your worship around your ladies do not try to organize your ladies around a worship. 
III. Does everyone come and leave worship knowing they belong? (10 mins)
a. Engage the ladies in the worship service (you don’t have to do all of these in one service) 

Thought: Remember not everyone is in the same place in their walk with God. If you are using the Lord’s Prayer, 23rd Psalm, music, etc. never assume it is something everyone will know. Put it on a PowerPoint or in print. How uncomfortable it is to be standing in worship and not be able to engage because one does not know what is going on. 
1.1 pass the peace – this way everyone has been engaged by a smile, hug or hello!
1.2 singing together – When choosing songs remember to pick the song arrangement that your group can sing along to. Preview the music ahead of time!
1.3 Liturgy -  that requires response from the group. Liturgy can be found online or better yet encourage your ladies to write a call to worship or unison prayer for your service.
1.4 Chance to share joys or concerns – you may need to be creative on how to keep this time under control, but it is a great way to engage your entire group. This is good for engaging on a personal level.
IV. Who/what is involved in your worship? (10 mins)
You do not need to be a lone ranger worship leaders involve others. 

Be organized! If you do not present a service that challenges a person’s personal growth, if the service is scattered or if the service is not prepared (for example you technology does not work) you may find people fading away from attending. 
1. Involve others in your worship!

a. Know the gifts of the ladies in your group and use them. For example use someone with technology experience to run you PowerPoint, youtube  etc. 

b. Invite someone with musical ability to sing or play at a special service

c. Skits! Who is the ham in your group? Let them shine in worship!

2. This is the day of multimedia- technology is your friend! (5 mins)
 How is your group using technology in your worship?

Remember when using technology to make sure it works properly. I sometimes thing that the devils favorite way to zap the spirit right out of the service is though technology that is not flowing smoothly. 
a. Power point

b. Music 

c. Videos - Youtube is a great source for videos that will add to your service. 

V. What does your worship setting say about your worship? (5 mins)
Many of us worship in a place other than a chapel. It is important to set up a worship space that says, “God is here!” and I care enough to organize this space for Him and you. What do you do to make this space move reverence or more of a worship setting? 

1. Ways to make your space more of a worship space

a. A with table cloth with a simple candle burning

b. Set your chairs in a circle or intentionally create a sitting space where your ladies are not spaced out. 
VI. Kappa Phi Special Services (10 mins)
1. Meal in the Upper Room, Yule Log, The Lord’s Prayer Service, Agape Feast, 
These services are wonderful! But if you want them to be an extra powerful worship experience you must prepare ahead!

a. Set up a worship space 

b. Ask people ahead of time to participate and give them their reading, Scripture etc. so they come prepared.

c. Don’t be afraid to use modern day technology or creative ideas to engage your ladies and enhance the worship experience. 
Does your group do these services? Why or why not?
Discuss ways you have used to make these services more meaningful.
